Swimming Pool 2013 Schedule

The Harvard swimming pool is open May 25 - 27 (Memorial Day Weekend) and from June 1st through August. The 7,000 sq. ft. pool
is a handicapped accessible zero depth pool, with a capacity for 422 people. Features include a water slide, drop tube slide and a
diving board. Don’t miss the shallow end features (the raindrop, tumble buckets and the tulip shower). Also available are a sand
volley ball pit, picnic area and sand play area, as well as a 5,680 sq. ft. bath house and concession stand. Pool passes and swimming
lessons are available. The pool is also available for private parties. The pool is located next to Lions Park and Jaycee Park/McFarlin
Field and is accessible via Brown Street and also Galvin Parkway off Rte 173. No outside food/beverages allowed inside pool.
