PLANNING & ZONING COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES
April 3,2012 - 7:00 p.m.

Chairman Carbonetti called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. Clerk Wells called roll. Commission members
present: Jim Pagles, John Killeen, Phil Smith and Jim Carbonetti. Commission member Glenda Miller was absent.
Also present were City Clerk Wells, City Administrator Nelson and Community Development Director Santeler.

Planning and Zoning Commission Minutes of February 7, 2012 — Approved
Moved by Smith, seconded by Killeen to accept the minutes of the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting of
February 7, 2012, as presented. All ayes. Motion carried.

Harvard Savings Bank Conditional Use for Property Located at 215 E. Front St. to Allow the Operation of an
Auto Repair Shop

Chairman Carbonetti opened the hearing in the petition of Harvard Savings Bank for property located at 215 E.
Front St., Units 4 & 5 (lower level), Harvard, 1llinois. The prospective renter, Arthur Patnaude, was present. The
Certificate of Publication was noted and entered into the record. All fees required by said petition have been paid
and certified notices were sent to adjacent property owners. The completed petition was entered into the record for a
conditional use to allow the operation of an auto repair shop. The subject property is zoned “B-3” Zoning District.

Identification of Objectors/Supporters/Witnesses/Audience Participation
Art Patnaude and Jose Rey were identified as supporters of said petition. William Huckabee was identified as an

objector.

Presentation of Evidence by Petitioners

Upon being sworn in by City Clerk Wells, Arthur Patnaude gave an overview of the petition for a conditional use to
allow the operation of an auto repair shop on the subject property. Mr. Patnaude stated that his business will
primarily consist of general auto repair activities.

Questions by Planning and Zoning Commissioners to Petitioners

At Commissioner Killeen’s inquiry, Chairman Carbonetti noted that Harvard Savings Bank owns the subject
property and is the petitioner; Mr. Patnaude is the prospective renter. Clerk Wells noted that when the building was
originally built, a conditional use was granted for oil changes in the lower level, but because the building has been
vacant for longer than a year, the property has lost its use for auto repair. In order for Mr. Patnaude to lease the
space from Harvard Savings Bank and put that type of business in, a conditional use must be granted.

Audience Participation:

Adjoining property owner William Huckabee addressed the Commission and indicated he doesn’t object to the
proposed business, but inquired about drainage issues on the subject property where rain water collects at the bottom
of the hill and inquired if a new drainage system or periodic cleanout would be required to prevent oil from getting
into the storm drain. Community Development Director Santeler reported that when the building was built, it was
equipped with a commercial grease separator in the drain with the proposed use in mind and noted that much of the
area fall’s under the state right of way and is IDOT’s drainage system. Mr. Patnaude has been in contact with the
state to secure an EPA license for the disposal of oil.

Realtor Jose Rey addressed the Commission in support of the proposed petition. Jose noted as far as the drainage
issue is concerned, the sump pump was clogged.

Vote on Petition
Moved by Commissioner Smith, seconded by Commissioner Pagles to recommend to the City Council to grant the

petitioner’s request as presented, based on the findings of fact as outlined in the zoning code, to grant a conditional
use to allow the operation of an auto repair shop at the subject property. Roll call vote: Pagles, aye; Killeen, aye;
Smith, aye and Carbonetti, aye. Motion approved four to zero.

Clerk Wells stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission’s recommendation will come before the City Council
at their next regular meeting on Tuesday, April 10, 2012, at 7 p.m.

Moved by Killeen, seconded by Smith to close the public hearing. All ayes. Motion carried.

City of Harvard Text Amendment
Chairman Carbonetti opened the hearing in the petition of the City of Harvard. The Certificate of Publication was

noted and entered into the record. Clerk Wells presented into record the signed petition submitted by the petitioner
which was brought to the Commission by motion of the City Council.
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Upon being sworn in, City Administrator Nelson reviewed the City’s petition for text amendment to amend Section
17.52.020(D4), Contents of Notice, to eliminate the requirements to publish the legal description. The petitioner,
City Administrator Nelson, presented evidence and testimony in support of the petition and testified that the state
clarified certain requirements related to zoning, annexations, special uses, variations and notices by adding language
to the affect that “Any notice....Need not include a metes and bounds legal description, provided that the notice
includes: (i) the common street address or addresses and (ii) the property index number (“PIN”) or numbers of all
the parcels of real property contained in the affected area. Administrator Nelson noted this is an opportunity for the
City to save money and clarify and simplify our current procedures. Legal descriptions will still be required as part
of the petition process, but won’t be published in the paper as part of the notice of hearing.

Supporters/Objectors
Chairman Carbonetti asked if there was anyone present who wished to speak in support of or in opposition to the
petition. There were none.

Moved by Smith, seconded by Killeen to recommend to the City Council that the City’s petition be approved to
amend Section 17.52.020(D4), Contents of Notice, to eliminate the requirements to publish the legal description.
Roll call vote: Pagles, aye; Killeen, aye; Smith, aye and Carbonetti, aye. Motion approved four to zero.

Clerk’s Report
Clerk Wells reminded the Commission members to file their Economic Interest Statement with the County Clerk by
May 1%, 2012.

Chairman Carbonetti reminded the Commission members if they have not already done so, to complete the OMA
Training through the Attorney General’s website and file with Lori at City Hall.

At 7:20 p.m., moved by Smith, seconded by Killeen to close the hearing. All ayes. Motion carried.
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
